This writing workshop is a means to preparing student teachers to work in culturally diverse classrooms. It ensures a practical approach to them being culturally relevant in any space where they must meet the needs of the ever-changing dynamics of the fact of multiple intelligences as represented by their students’ learning styles.


Students will:
1. Gain insight into the reading and writing processes and how it applies to adolescents/adults.

2. Adapt existing classroom materials to incorporate reading, writing, visual, and thinking techniques that meet a range of abilities and interests in adolescents/adults.

3. Gain confidence and practical ideas of how to deal with the various reading levels of adolescents’ use of textbooks, literature, and content materials in their courses.

4. Understand the important links various literacies.

Students will be expected to: 

1. Prepare a final paper on a topic of special interest in the area of study covered in the class. A midterm DRAFT will be due for review by the professor. 
2. Do a workshop presentation based on drama pedagogy by the middle of the semester with a group that is appointed by the professor. 
3. Write a lesson plan that incorporates a drama strategy for your content area. 

4. Write journal responses every week based on the readings done for every class.
